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Vertically Integrated Business Model for Norwegian Salmon and Trout Completed
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Yokohama Reito and its subsidiary Alliance Seafoods Inc.
(ASF) concluded a comprehensive business alliance with the
major Norwegian marine products processing and sales com-
pany Hofseth International AS (HI), in August 2015. In March
2016, we acquired all shares in Syvde Eiendom AS, a subsidi-
ary of Hl with three marine products processing centers in
Norway, and in July 2016, ASF and HI made a joint acquisition
of all shares in the Norwegian trout producer Fjordlaks Aqua
AS, making it a Group company. These measures strengthen
the corporate structure to allow for stable procurement of
high-quality, Norwegian Atlantic salmon, and the cultivation
of new sales channels in Japan and overseas. Yokohama
Reito’s Norwegian salmon and trout business has achieved a
fully vertical integrated business model from production to
processing and sales.

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Yokohama Reito completed construction of the Tokachi 3rd
Logistics Center in August 2016 on a site adjoining the
Tokachi Logistics Center and Tokachi 2nd Logistics Center, fol-
lowed by the Yokorei Tokachi Sorting Spot in November.
Tokachi Heiya in Hokkaido where these facilities are located is
one of the largest agricultural areas in Japan, while the town
of Memuro is an area with excellent access to the Doto
Expressway and other highways. Total storage capacity of the
three centers exceeds 60,000 tonnes, making it one of the
largest temperature-controlled logistics centers in Hokkaido.
The Sorting Spot has capacity for the collection, sorting, and
packing of agricultural produce, and is operated by Diamond
Tokachi, a Yokohama Reito Group company with agricultural
production and contracting businesses. These new facilities
provide the Yokohama Reito Group with an integrated vertical
structure for the production, selection, storage, and sales of
agricultural produce in the Tokachi region.

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Yokohama Reito began construction on the Satte Logistics Center
(provisional name) in Satte, Saitama Prefecture, in April 2016. The
Satte district is adjacent to the Satte Interchange on the Ken-O
Expressway, providing exceptional access to the Tohoku and Kan-
Etsu expressways. When completed, the new center will provide
broad-based coverage for the Tokyo metropolitan logistics net-
work. The center will have storage capacity of approximately
28,000 tonnes, which together with Yokohama Reito’s four exist-
ing centers along the Ken-O Expressway will provide a total stor-
age capacity of more than 110,000 tonnes, making it one of the
largest bases for temperature-controlled logistics in the area.

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In March 2016, Yokohama Reito decided to acquire approxi-
mately 14,500m? of land at the Port of Hakata in Fukuoka
Island City. This area is an important international logistics ter-
minal, handling more than half of the international marine
container freight for the entire Port of Hakata. The construc-
tion of a new refrigerated warehouse in this area will meet the
needs for temperature-controlled logistics in the Kyushu
region. Going forward, Yokohama Reito will expand its facility
capacity, utilizing cutting-edge equipment to provide a
high-quality storage environment.

In addition, construction of a new logistics center in
Keihinjima, for which a site was acquired in September 2015
and will be our third facility in the Tokyo area, is scheduled to
begin in December 2016. Keihinjima is the largest freight col-
lection area in Japan, adjacent to both Tokyo Port and Haneda
Airport. This new facility will be a strategic center for the com-
ing free trade era.

Installation of Solar Power Generation Systems

Nine of Yokohama Reito’s distribution centers currently have solar power generating systems in Japan.
Electricity generated during the fiscal year ended September 2016 amounted to 2.79 million kilowatts,
equivalent to a reduction of 1,453 tonnes in CO; emissions. The Yumeshima Logistics Center has the largest
solar panel installation in the industry, making Yokohama Reito the first company in the cold storage industry
with a power generating business. In July 2015, we started a large-scale solar power generation in Thailand.

Measures to Reduce the Environmental Load — Use of Natural Refrigerants

Refrigerated warehouses have generally used Freon as a refrigerant, but since CFCs damage the ozone
layer and negatively impact the environment, the refrigerated warehouses Yokohama Reito has built in
recent years use ammonia, a natural refrigerant, as a substitute. Recently, we have introduced a highly
efficient natural refrigerant air conditioning system that uses a dual refrigerant combining ammonia and
CO:. In addition, we have constructed natural refrigerant systems at the existing facilities. Currently, the
Yokohama Reito Group's adoption rate for natural refrigerants is 53.2%.
